Green Travel Plan - Overview of Purpose

The Green Travel plan has been put in place (as a planning requirement) to primarily reduce the number of single occupancy car journeys to the campus and to encourage those living locally to walk, cycle or take public transport.  Funds generated from the charging to park on campus will be used to support free travel on First buses between the George Park & Ride and the campus; reduced bus travel passes within the city on First buses; and to improve facilities at the institution.

Summary:

· Those living within 1.5 miles (as the crow flies) of the Chapel will no longer be eligible for a car pass unless they meet the exceptions detailed in the travel plan.  No pass will be required for motorcycles but there will be designated parking areas.

· Students will be entitled to purchase termly permits at £25.00 per term.

· The University College has a contract with the First bus company who have routes around the City and out to Saltash, Ivybridge, Plympton and Plymstock.  They also operate from the George ‘Park & Ride’ to the University College.  Bus passes will be for ‘First’ travel initially, we are in discussions with other bus companies.  Timetables and routes are on the travel pages of the intranet and LearningSpace.

· There will be free travel to and from the George Park & Ride with First paid for by the University College.

Frequently Asked Questions:
Car Sharing

1. How many people do you need in the car to justify as a car sharer?

Two or more

2. How do you arrange to share the cost?

This should be sorted out by the car sharers themselves

3. If I live within the 1.5 mile zone but car share, can I have a permit?

No, you are not eligible (but this would not stop you from arranging to be picked up en route by someone with eligibility).  
4. Occasionally my car share partner will not be coming to the UC or leaving at the same time as me.  What happens then?

If only one car is coming to the campus on that day, you move the car permit to that vehicle.  

Other Issues

1. Am I guaranteed a space?

No, but with reduced permit numbers issued, there should be adequate parking, although the start of the academic year is always busy.

2. Is my permit valid in the Sports Centre car park?

No, this is for Sports Centre use only and will be managed separately.
3. What happens with visitors?

Visitors should be encouraged to use public transport or the ‘park & ride’ option.  Where this is not possible, they would arrive at Reception and be issued with a short stay permit.

4. If I walk/cycle/car share, can I purchase ‘pay as you park’ vouchers?

No - these are only available for members of staff.

5. Where do I get my bus pass from?

These can be purchased from the Main Reception (and your student ID will be required).

6. If I catch a First bus from the George Park & Ride how will they know not to charge me?

You must provide evidence of being a UCP Marjon student member (eg produce your library card which has your photograph on it).

7. I am a student who only attends campus once a week, it seems very expensive for one day’s parking.

It is – and purchasing a permit would not make financial sense.  This is why we have set up free / reduced travel on public transport for you.
