GREEN TRAVEL AND CAR PARKING POLICY 2010-11
Student Information

Introduction

The Green Travel and Car Parking Policy, produced by the Green Travel Working Group, becomes effective from August 2010 and will be reviewed on an annual basis.  There will be an increase in charge made for parking, for students and staff, and the funding generated from this will be reinvested in car park management and maintenance, and support greener travel solutions (including future carbon offset). 

Principles
The University College has agreed to actively reduce single occupancy car journeys to the campus through increased use of car sharing, public transport and environmentally sustainable methods such as walking and cycling.  1200 car permits will be allocated to staff and students in 2010-11, with a further reduction proposed for 2011-12.  There will be no parking on campus without a valid car parking permit during the months of September to June inclusive, within the hours of 7.30 am to 5.30 pm.

Eligibility
Staff and students living within a 1.5 miles radius of the UC Chapel will not be eligible to apply for a car parking permit, unless one of the following criteria are met:

1. You are in possession of a blue badge or have verifiable evidence that not being able to drive to and park on campus would cause insurmountable difficulties for your studies.
2. You have dependant
 care related commitments that they would be unable to fulfil if a permit was refused. 
3. You are a Senior Resident Student.
4. You are a resident student who needs to use your own transport to attend placements or high level sporting or other similar commitments on a regular basis (ie at least 3 times weekly).
For the avoidance of doubt, resident students will not be able to park on the campus unless they fulfil at least one of the criteria above.

Car permit allocation will be prioritised for staff and students who live outside the following post codes; PL3, PL4, PL5,PL6, as these are within walking distance and/or well served by public transport.
Permit rates for 2010-11
Eligible students will be charged a flat rate of £75 per annum.  Students will also have the option to purchase a permit on a termly basis, however please note that there is no guarantee that your termly permit can be renewed as this will depend on other factors, including the availability of permits (see ‘principles’ above). 
Car Sharing
A main focus of the Green Travel Plan is to encourage car sharing.  Students are encouraged to car share with the permit being transferable between vehicles as necessary.  Students wishing to car share must complete the application form and the group submit their applications together, as a car sharing group.   A car sharing permit will be issued which allows one vehicle from the group to be permitted onto campus at any time.   The benefit of this option is that the cost of the permit is shared between the members of the car sharing group. 
Sports Centre Car Park (please note that University College permits will not be valid in this parking area)
The Sports Centre car park will be managed by an external company and reserved for the general public who use this facility.  Charges will be £3.00 for a maximum stay of 2 hours, paid via the ‘Pay & Display’ parking meters.  For those members of the public who pay monthly, a Sports Centre parking permit will be issued.  This will also allow a maximum stay of 2 hours.  
Use of Public Transport
Staff and UCP Marjon students will be encouraged to use public transport through the provision of significantly discounted bus passes, with weekly travel within the Plymouth area to cost no more than £5.00 per individual per week.  These will be available for you to purchase from the Main Reception when you are here, from September 2010 onwards.
Resident students who do not have a car on campus will be provided with a free bus pass for approximately one month from the period of enrolment (ie September to October 2010).

Encouraging walking and cycling
The University College will increase the number of cycle racks, lockers and shower facilities to support cyclists and those walking/running to work.
Administration

Administration of the car parking permits will be carried out through the transport office and applications can be made from August 23rd onwards for the new academic year.   
Negotiations with the bus companies will be finalised during June and details relating to application processes will be published for commencement in the new academic year.
